We identified a number of issues for discussion at the Roundtable, but participants are encouraged to bring up other topics or issues that they would like the Roundtable participants to discuss.

The issues identified include:

1)   Litigation between different regulatory agencies or against agencies by regulated persons or entities;

2)   Licensing implications for practicing in disaster situations;

3)   Standard of Proof- Preponderance of Evidence or Clear and Convincing (current standards and possible trend to clear and convincing);

4)   Chilling the right to hearing by imposing costs for investigations and hearing when a licensee loses at hearing;

5)   Cost Recovery – What is considered a cost and what are different states doing;

6)   How to find and retain a qualified expert;

7)   How do you establish citizenship or legal residency or legal immigration status;

8)   Who funds investigations and prosecution of unlicensed practice or activity;

9)   E-filing and paperless practice.
